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GUIDE SPECIFICATIONS FOR DESIGNERS AND SPECIFIERS—CSI SECTION 10 72 00 
RAMPART Flexible Wall Protection
1 GENERAL

1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS
A. Drawings and general provisions of the Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and Division 01 Specification Sections, apply to this Section.

1.2 SUMMARY
A. Section Includes: The work specified in this Section includes, but shall not be limited to, a vinyl wall protection for interior walls. 

1.3 PREINSTALLATION MEETINGS
A. Preinstallation Conference: Conduct conference at Project site.

1.4 ACTION SUBMITTALS
A. Product Data: Include data on physical characteristics, durability, fade resistance, and fire-test- response characteristics. Submit sufficient information to determine compliance with the Drawings and Specifications.
B. Shop Drawings: Show location and extent of each wall protection type. Indicate pattern placement, seams and termination points.
C. Samples: For each type of wall protection and for each color, pattern, texture, and finish specified, samples should be full width by a length of 36 inches (914 mm) in size.
1. Wall protection sample: From same production run to be used for the Work, with specified finish applied. Show complete pattern repeat. Mark top and face of fabric.
D. Lighting: Do not install wall protection until lighting that matches conditions intended for  
E. Ventilation: Provide continuous ventilation during installation and for not less than the time recommended by wall protection manufacturer for full drying or curing.

2 PRODUCTS

2.1 PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
A. Fire-Test-Response Characteristics: As determined by testing identical wall protection applied with identical adhesives to substrates according to test method indicated below by a qualified testing agency. Identify products with appropriate markings of applicable testing agency.
1. Surface-Burning Characteristics: Comply with ASTM E84; testing by a qualified testing agency.
a. Flame-Spread Index: 5 or less.
b. Smoke-Developed Index: 40 or less.

2.2 MANUFACTURER
A. Provide “RAMPART” wall protection by Wolf-Gordon or approved equivalent meeting the performance specifications specified herein.
B. Description: Provide mildew-resistant products in rolls from same production run and complying with the following:
1. FS CCC-W-408D, Type III, Heavy Duty products
C. Total Weight: 35 oz per linear yard
D. Width: 52 inches
E. Bolt Size: 27 linear yards
F. Packaging: Ship rolled goods
G. Backing: Dense Cotton or Dense Polyester/Cotton
H. Stain-Resistant Coating: Surcoat™ stain- and abrasion-resistant treatment
I. Surface Abrasion: Passes ASTM D4977—Level 3
J. Surface Indentation: Passes ASTM D5420—Level 2
K. Permeability Rating: 1
L. Low Emitting VOCs: Passes Cal 01350 standard
M. Colors, Textures, and Patterns: As indicated on Finish Legend
N. Other Characteristics: Ability to wrap both inside and outside corners

2.3 ACCESSORIES
A. Adhesive: Mildew-resistant, nonstaining, clay-based vinyl wallcovering adhesive, for use with specific wall protection and substrate application indicated and as recommended in writing by wall protection manufacturer.
B. Primer/Sealer: Acrylic or latex wallcovering primer/sealer complying with requirements in Interior Painting and recommended in writing by primer/sealer manufacturer and wall protection manufacturer for intended substrate.
C. Other Accessories: None (does not require vertical trim pieces at the seams).

3 EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION
A. Examine substrates and conditions with Installer present for compliance with requirements for levelness, wall plumbness, maximum moisture content, and other conditions affecting performance of the Work.
B. Examine wall protection to ensure that the material, color, and quality are satisfactory and as ordered. Check that the quantity and dimensions match the required specifications, prior to cutting.
C. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.

3.2 PREPARATION
A. Comply with manufacturer’s written instructions for surface preparation.
B. Clean substrates of substances that could impair bond of wall protection material, including dirt, oil, grease, mold, mildew, and incompatible primers.

C. Prepare substrates to achieve a smooth, dry, clean, structurally sound surface free of flaking, unsound coatings, cracks, and defects. The finished surface should be at least Level 4 as per the Gypsum Association guidelines, although Level 5 is preferred.
1. Moisture Content: Maximum of 4% on new plaster, concrete, and concrete masonry units when tested with an electronic moisture meter.
2. Plaster: Allow new plaster to cure. Neutralize areas of high alkalinity. Prime with primer recommended in writing by primer/sealer manufacturer and protection manufacturer.
3. Gypsum Board: Prime with primer as recommended in writing by primer/sealer manufacturer and wall protection manufacturer.
D. Check painted surfaces for pigment bleeding, moisture resilience, and adhesion. Sand gloss, semigloss, or eggshell finish with fine sandpaper.
E. Remove hardware and hardware accessories, electrical plates and covers, light fixture trims, and similar items.
F. Acclimate wall protection in the installation area for at least six days prior to and after installing at 70º–90ºF, with relative humidity at 50% or less.

3.3 WALL PROTECTION INSTALLATION
A. Comply with wall protection manufacturer’s written installation instructions applicable to products and applications indicated.
B. Cut wall protection material into full width strips in roll number sequence. Change the roll numbers at partition breaks and corners. Install strips in same order as cut from roll.
C. For even-texture, or random-match patterns, reverse every other strip.
D. Install wall protection without lifted or curling edges and without visible shrinkage.
E. Match pattern per manufacturers direction above the finish floor.
F. If railroading is required (horizontal application) install seams vertical and plumb at least 8 inches
(203 mm) from outside corners and 8 inches (203 mm) from inside corners, unless a change of pattern or color exists at corner. Horizontal seams are not recommended.
G. Trim edges and seams for color uniformity, pattern match, and tight closure. Butt seams without overlaps or gaps between strips.
H. Fully bond wall protection to substrate. Remove air bubbles, wrinkles, blisters, and other defects.

3.4 CLEANING
A. Remove excess adhesive at seams, perimeter edges, and adjacent surfaces.
B. Use cleaning methods recommended in writing by wall protection manufacturer.
C. Replace strips that cannot be cleaned.
D. Reinstall hardware and hardware accessories, electrical plates and covers, light fixture trims, and similar items.
